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12) Executive Officer’s Verbal Report to the Commission

The Executive Officer reported that the next Commission meeting will be
on August 18, and that the failed psychological appeal hearing continued
today as well as a failed drug test appeal hearing will be scheduled.

She said that the Commission will have a meeting on September 15 or 29
and it is likely that the Commission will have at least an exam
disqualification appeal scheduled.

Executive Officer Dowdin Calvillo announced that she received the
Sheriff’s 911 Dispatcher class study for her preliminary review this week.

The Commission also received three exam disqualifications, two exam
evaluations, two releases from probation, and one failed drug test appeals
since the last meeting in June.

She also reported that during that time, she closed two failed drug test
appeals for lack of jurisdiction; three exam disqualification appeals after
they were administratively resolved; and one failed psychological
evaluation appeal after it had been withdrawn.

She reported that currently, the Commission has seven release from
probation, two exam disqualification, two failed psychological evaluation,
one failed drug, and one allocation appeal pending.
