INFORMATIONAL MATTERS
(Non-action items)

Executive Officer’s Verbal Report to the Commission

Executive Officer Dowdin Calvillo reported that the Commission’s next
meeting will be on December 15 and that currently, there are proposed
changes to the County’s Classification Plan stemmming from the 2023
Principal Human Resources Analyst class study scheduled for
consideration. In January, Commissioners will meet on January 12 or
January 26 depending on workload and Commissioner availability.

She reported that since the last meeting, the Commission received five
new exam disqualification appeals and she closed three after they were
administratively resolved. She also closed one failed psychological
evaluation appeal after it was withdrawn by the Appellant. Currently,
there are six release from probation; two failed psychological evaluation;
and three exam disqualification appeals pending with the Commission.

Executive Officer Dowdin Calvillo informed Commissioners that she is
working on new contracts for hearing officers and court reporters.

She reported that the office will be closed Thursday and Friday next week
in observation of the Thanksgiving holiday.
