5. Amended the second paragraph of the revised Distinguishing Characteristics section so
that it reads:

“This class is distinguished from the Fire/Operations Supervisor in that
the latter functions as a first level supervisor responsible for
supervising the activities of personnel...”

The Distinguishing Characteristics section should be amended (underlined) to read:

The class differs from the class of Director of Facility Planning,
Architecture and Real Estate in that the latter is responsible for overall
coordination and management of a functional group of divisions within
the Department of Eacility Planning, Architecture and Real Estate,
whereas the former is responsible for establishing the architectural
design program — directing, development, implementing, coordinating,
and evaluating programs for the Architectural Services Division.
